The star motif featured in this pretty Mobius has an
unusual chain center that is easy to crochet and pops
open beautifully after blocking. The piece is worked
in three colors with contrasting bands at top and bot-
tom, but it would be equally as stunning worked in
one lush color or in a gradation of hues. This Mobius
is the perfect accompaniment for many an outfit, worn
across the shoulders like a “shawlette” or around the

neck as a scarf/cowl.

Naturally Caron SPA (75% microdenier acrylic/
25% rayon from bamboo; 251 yd [230 m]/3 oz
[85 gl): 1 ball ea of #0015 clay pot (A); #0014

rosalinda (B); 0010 stormy blue (C).

HOOK

F/5 (3.75mm) or size needed to obtain gauge.

GAUGE

1 motif = 2" wide x 2" tall (5 x 5 cm).

FINISHED SIZE
20%" wide x 11" long (52 x 28 cm).

HAT

This chic hat is crocheted with a square (4-sided) motif
that is converted to a triangle (3-sided) motif for the
crown. The final edge of the beginning motifs is omit-
ted to finish with a pretty scalloped edge. The floral
openwork is quick to crochet, making this hat perfect
for last minute gift-giving. Worked in a silk mohair
blend yarn, the hat is perfect for keeping you toasty
warm in cooler weather. Try making one in cotton or

linen for a springtime accessory.
